	Do you allow faculty to sell course packets through your college bookstore?


	Do you do any in-house printing for these packets?


	How do you handle any revenue distribution relating to these packets?

	Delta College
	Yes. Faculty submit the original course pack to the bookstore. The bookstore coordinates printing according to enrollment in each section and coursepacks are sold like textbooks. 
	We have an in house Printing Services who copies the coursepacks.
	Printing Services charges the bookstore for the cost of copying and Bookstore sells and retains any profit. 

	Grand Rapids Community College
	Yes
	Yes, Follett, our bookstore operator, contracts for the printing of the packets with our in-house Printing Services department.
	Printing Services(an Auxiliary operation) contracts receives the revenue from Follett for design/printing (similar to an external printer), and the college receives a commission based on Follett’s gross sales.

	Yes
	Bookstore sells and retains profits.

	Kalamazoo Valley Community College
	Yes, the faculty provides the bookstore with the master, the bookstore arranges for the printing based on enrollment.

	Printing charges the bookstore for the cost of printing the packets, bookstore marks them up and keeps any profit on the sales. 

	Kellogg Community College
	Yes
	Yes
	The revenue made in the bookstore on in-house printed materials all goes into the college fund – no individual profits from sales.

	Kirtland Community College
	Yes
	Yes- We have an in house Duplicating Services Department who reproduces our course packs. 
	The bookstore sells and retains profits.

	Lake Michigan College
	Bookstore sells Course packets.
	Central Duplication produces most. Some are reproduces by Barnes and Noble, with a copyright checking service.
	The bookstore sells and retains profits.

	Lansing Community College
	Yes- we do not have a bookstore- sold at the Phil’s (the Spirit Shop)
	LCC Prints
	Revenue is kept in the auxiliary fund.

	Macomb Community College
	Yes
	When in-house printing is requested, the bookstore receives the request from the academic dept.and passes it along to the print shop. The bookstore pays the printing costs and the sale of the pack is treated like a textbook sale.
	  Instructors do not receive any revenue if the item is printed by the print shop and sold through the bookstore.  If the material involves royalty fees to a third party (out of print but rights retained by a publisher) the bookstore pays the royalty fee and the fee is added to the cost of the item, prior to bookstore mark-up.  

        However, if an instructor desires to receive a fee for the course packet, the instructor is considered the publisher/supplier and is responsible for the printing/binding (not through the college print shop) and sale to the bookstore.
